· First and only journey on foot crossing all Latin America 

· First and only journey on foot crossing from Tropic of Capricorn, through the Equator, to the Tropic of Cancer 

· First and only journey on foot crossing between Equator and the Arctic Circle 

· First and only journey on foot crossing entire Western Hemisphere. 

· Most degrees of latitude ever crossed on foot (125° 08') 

· First and only journey connecting journey on foot, Southern, Atlantic, Pacific and Arctic Oceans 
The students who are currently studying the impact of expansion in the Arctic and the expansion of drilling for oil got to hear first hand accounts of what the natives are like and how their culture would be affected by this expansion.
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
