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Play to Highlight Knife Crime and Gang Culture Comes to Enfield

‘Boy X’, a play by Arc Theatre, explores the themes of weapon carrying, gang culture and violent crime. It is the third in the trilogy written by Clifford Oliver. 
The characters and the initial story ideas have been developed through workshops, drawing upon real experiences from people living on gang dominated estates.

The play begins with 4 boys standing at a graveside. Boy X is dead, another 16-year old is murdered, and the cycle of revenge begins.

Each performance ends with a follow up discussion between the audience and the members of Boy X. They discuss the opinions of the audience and how they feel about the issues that were raised.  

The tour starts on the 30th November at Edmonton County School.

The project, which is being jointly sponsored by Southgate College, Enfield Education Business Partnership and the 14-19 Strategy Group in Enfield, will be visiting various schools in Enfield during the tour.
