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Southgate Students Help Motorists Go Green
Southgate College students will collect important data that will contribute to a nationwide carbon footprint research programme. 
The students will run emissions tests on cars volunteered by the public in their motor vehicle workshop and analyse and measure the efficiency of fuel injectors and the effect on emissions and engine performance before and after the injectors had been cleaned.
The carbon footprint programme is being led by Hertfordshire based company ‘ASNU’; the company has over 20 years’ experience in the diagnostic testing of fuel injection systems in the UK and uses a patented ultrasonic cleaning process to get fuel injectors performing as if they are as good "as new" (ASNU).
ASNU’s Carbon Footprint Reduction Programme is an examination to see how much exhaust pollution can be reduced by corrective servicing of the Petrol Engine’s most import emission controlling component, the injector valve.
With Euro 5 Emission Warranties now in force, prevention is better than cure and who better to prove this fact than the propagators of the seeds of our Motor Industry, the students who will be affecting these changes when they complete their course and enter the workplace.

Southgate College Tutor Paul Hutchins said “This is a great way for our students to get involved in something that ultimately affects us all. Cleaner, more fuel efficient engines in cars means less fuel used with the added bonus of improved performance.  We have a real opportunity to make a lasting impact on lowering London’s vehicles emissions. ”
