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FOOTBALL

Southgate College Under-19s have got their English Colleges League season off to a strong start with three wins and only one defeat – and that was by Filton College, the currently unbeaten league leaders. Having beaten Kingston and then Stanmore – the latter were hammered 9-2 thanks to eight different scorers - Southgate have since won 4-1 at Swansea thanks to a second-half hat-trick by sub Jay Brett.
