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Why study this course

An interest in current economic issues is expected, for example: taxation; interest rates; the housing market; the Euro; government spending on health and education; unemployment and inflation.  
AS Economics combines well with other AS subjects such as Law, Business Studies, Mathematics, ICT and Sociology.

Where will the course take me?

The majority of students progress to a related University degree course.

Course content and structure

Provides an introduction to the two main divisions of economics – microeconomics and macroeconomics.  
Topics covered include how markets work and why they may fail; and government policies to control inflation, reduce unemployment, and improve economic growth

You will take two external examination units:
