· We will need a satisfactory reference

· A commitment to hard work.
You will need to buy the recommended textbook and scientific calculator. You will also need to provide your own stationery and safety glasses for practical work. Lab coats are available for loan for a small fee.

Selection

After we receive your application and reference form we will invite you for interview. At interview you will be assessed and you may receive a ’conditional’ or ‘unconditional’ offer.
